1. PROJECT OBJECTIVE

Connecting Through Reading: Designing the Future of Book Clubs

Project Goal: Design an engaging and inclusive book club experience for young adults 

(ages 12-27) that fosters social connection, personal growth, and a love of reading.

Target Audience: Young adults (12-27) with diverse interests and backgrounds. This 

demographic increasingly views reading as a social activity and seeks both online and 

offline community experiences. Many are active on platforms like Instagram, TikTok, and 

Goodreads, but also value face-to-face interaction. Loneliness and mental health 

challenges are prevalent among this group.

Challenge: Traditional book clubs often fail to resonate with this demographic. The 

challenge is to create a modern book club concept that addresses their social needs, 

leverages their online habits, and offers a welcoming and supportive environment.
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
